1.  City of Lansing Park Millage Renewal Vote on Tuesday, August 2:  At our board meeting on Monday, July 18, your officers and executive board passed a resolution in support of the renewal of the City of Lansing Park Millage.  Through our close relationship with the Parks and Recreation Dept. as we have worked together on developing a leash free dog park, we have become very aware of the value of the park millage for development in the city.  The current park millage is being used by the City of Lansing to match the $5,000 challenge grant, issued by Ingham County, for the proposed dog park.  The Parks and Recreation Master Plan Years 2006-2010 does not now include additional funding for the dog park; however, millage funds will be used for repair and maintenance of all city parks, including the dog park, once it is open.  Our group will also continue to support the maintenance and improvement of the dog park.
Over the past fifteen years the park millage has generated over $25 million in combined millage, grants, and community donations.  This millage has supported parks such as Potter Park Zoo, which is used by many of the residents of the greater Lansing area, as well as many neighborhood parks and playgrounds.  This is a five-year millage renewal and property taxes will not increase for Lansing residents.  

We are asking all registered voters in the City of Lansing to vote YES on Proposal 1 in support of the renewal of the Lansing Park Millage.  Be sure to vote on Tuesday, August 2.
2.  Pooch Precision Team (PPT) to Continue:  The Pooch Precision Team was so successful in its first public appearance on July 4 that we plan to continue.  The Obedience Training Club (OTC) of Lansing has asked us to work together in expanding the team and performing in other parades and events in the greater Lansing area.  The PPT will be practicing twice a month at the OTC facility in Lansing.  If you are interested in joining the group, now is the time!  Two upcoming parade dates we are considering are Saturday, August 20 at the DeWitt Ox Roast and Saturday, September 10 at Charlotte Frontier Days.
