.  Getting Ready for a Disaster – A One-Time Special Message:  With all the attention being focused on Hurricane Katrina and other recent disasters, we decided to use our column this month to offer a few suggestions about simple disaster planning for animals.  These tips were gleaned from the Noah’s Wish web site at www.noahswish.org .  


Noah’s Wish tells us that there are only two basic questions you need to answer in developing a disaster plan for your animal.

1. How am I going to safely and securely transport my animals during a disaster?

2. Where am I going to keep my animals while I am evacuated?

Answer these two questions and you have your plan.  Also be sure to have a backup plan, just in case you are not home when a disaster strikes.  Who could you trust to step in and rescue your animals?  You should also put together a basic animal disaster kit to care for the animals you have.  Your kit should include the following items and anything else you think is necessary to care for and feed your animals for 72 hours:  food, water and dishes; sanitation items; shot records; current photographs of your animals and their ID; a way to keep your animals controlled and confined; and a pet first aid kit and any long-term medication.  As the Noah’s Wish website states:  Your animals are dependent on you.  That is why you as a caregiver need to take the time now to prepare.
Noah’s Wish is an animal welfare organization dedicated exclusively to rescuing and sheltering animals during disasters throughout the United States and Canada.
