Hello, Friends of Greater Lansing Dog Parks:  

Welcome to this special edition of our September 2005 eNews.  In this brief special issue, we are forwarding an urgent plea from the Capital Area Humane Society (CAHS) for pet victims of Hurricane Katrina. 

The CAHS is organizing a foster safety net for animals being rescued in the aftermath of Katrina (Louisiana, Mississippi, and Florida).  A very generous donor (Kent County) has chartered a plane to bring approximately 136 dogs and cats to Michigan Thursday afternoon, September 15, 2005 from the rescue staging areas of those states.
CAHS is asking individuals to consider fostering a dog or cat and to spread the word to your friends, family and colleagues that the CAHS is organizing this effort with Kent County and Michigan Humane (of Detroit).  Please share the following factors:
1. Thursday afternoon approximately 136 dogs and cats will arrive at Kent County Airport. (The exact time is not known)  
2. There will be both large and small dogs and cats of all sizes.  The foster family will need to be willing to take any breed and any size of dog.  CAHS is asking for flexible homes because a lot of the details are still being worked out.  
3. The cost of care for the animal will belong to the foster family.  
4. Foster families will need to expect to care for the animals for a MINIMUM of thirty days.  Of course, due to the circumstances, it could be much longer. 
5. CAHS Foster Family paperwork must be completed before the animal will be placed for fostering.  The following link to the CAHS website allows you to download the necessary forms:

6. All animals are micro chipped, current on their vaccinations and have been in quarantine for several days.  
7. Photos of the animals are being taken by Chameleon and Pet Finders so that original pet owners have the opportunity to reunite with their animals.  Adoption of unclaimed pets will be considered when all possibilities for reunion have been exhausted.
